About the Oratorio

Franz Liszt’s “Via Crucis " (en. The Way of the Cross) is a liturgical oratorio consisting of 14
stations, each reflecting a moment on the Way of the Cross. Every part uniquely conveys
Christ’s path of suffering - from silence and meditation to the climaxes of pain. This deeply
dramatic oratorio invites listeners on an inner spiritual journey where Gregorian chant,
Bach-like chorales, and Romantic expression intertwine.

Liszt composed Via Crucis between 1878 and 1879, but he never witnessed its premiere -
the oratorio was first performed only in 1929, on Good Friday, in Budapest. The composer
had dreamed that this opus would one day be performed in the Roman Colosseum,
accompanied by a monumental harmonium - a vision that reveals not only his imagination
but also the profound spiritual depth of the piece.

This premiere of the oratorio in Lithuania is not only a musical event but also a meditative
experience during the Lenten season, inviting reflection, contemplation, and peace. It is an
extraordinarily subtle composition in which Liszt, with minimalist means ahead of his time,
creates an intense emotional and spiritual atmosphere.
